Things to Know When Choosing a

Primary Clinician

v You can choose any health care
professional as your primary
clinician, regardless of specialty—for
example, you can choose your
primary care doctor or your allergist,
immunologist, nurse practitioner,
physician assistant, and so on.

v You can still choose to go to any
health care professional who
accepts Medicare.

v Youcan choose another health
care professional to act as your
primary clinician at any time. Your
choice of a primary clinician will
remain the same unless you make
a change on MyMedicare.gov.

Why Choose a Primary Clinician on MyMedicare.gov?

Your primary clinician may be able to best help you make health care decisions,
which can improve how you manage your health care and lead to better results.

Your primary clinician is the health care professional—a doctor, physician
assistant, nurse practitioner, or certified nurse specialist—you believe is
responsible for coordinating your overall care, regardless of where you choose to
get services.

By choosing a primary clinician on MyMedicare.gov, you give them access to tools
or services that are available only to patients of health care professionals
participating in an Accountable Care Organization (ACO) or other Medicare
alternative payment models. (ACOs are groups of doctors, hospitals, and other
health care professionals working together to give you high-quality, coordinated
service and health care.)
